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Mountains cover about three quarters of Greece, and in Ancient Greece, these mountains divided

the land into different regions. The mountains made it difficult for the ancient Greeks to all be ruled
by one government. Greece therefore developed small, independent communities in each valley and
its surrounding mountains. These communities made their own rules and had their own

government.
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
