Reading words

1. Apply phonic knowledge and zkills to decode words by blending the sounds in words that contain the graphemes
taught.

2. Apply phonic knowledge and skills to decode words by recognising and reading alternative sounds for graphemes.

3. Apply phonic knowledge and skills 1o decode words by reading accurately words of two or more syllables that

contain the same grapheme-phoneme comespondences as abowe.

4. Decode automatically and fluently: read most (93% - 95%+) words quickly and accurately when they have been
frequently encountered without overt sounding and blending.

8. Read aloud books (and other lexis) closely matched to their improving phonic knowledge, sounding out unfamiliar

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Finding and understanding facts

10. Understand both the books / texts that they can read accuralely and fluenily and those they listen to.
11. Read for meaning, checking that the text makes sense and commecting inaccurate reading.

12. Locate information using contents and index.

13. Recounts main themes and evenis by showing understanding of the main points of the text.

14. Answer appropriate guestions aboul events and characters.

15. Aszk appropriate questions about evenis and characters.

17. Draw simple inferences from ilustrations and text on the basis of events, character's actions, speech.

18. Make predictions on the basis of what has been read so far.

20. Explain and discuss understanding of books, poems and other malerial, both those read aloud and those read
independently.

21. Ask appropriate quastlnns about inferred events and characters.
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22. Be aware that non-fiction books (and other texis) are structured in different ways.
23. Discuss the saquant:a of events in books [ar'u:l olher texts) and how items of information are related.
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24, Know and recognise simple recurring literary language in stories and poetry.
25. Talk about favourite words and phrazses.

26. Answer and ask appropriate guestions about writer's choice.

27. Make links between spellings, punct LHIH}I‘I and grammar that has been taught.
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28. Develop pleasure in reading, motivation to read, vocabulary and understanding.

29. Discuss books, poems and other works that are read aloud and independenily, expressing opinions and listening
to others' opinions eg plol, sellings, characlers.

30. Talk about and give an opinion on the above range of texts.

Context

31. Listen and respond to (by discussing and expressing views) a wide range of poetry (including contemparary and
classic), stories and non-fiction at a level beyond that at which they can read independently.

32. Become increasingly familiar with a wider range of slories, fairy stories and traditional tales.

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Oral retelling and performance

34. Use punciuation to vary pace &g pauses appropriately at full stops and comimas.
