Admissions to Nursery are the responsibility of the Governing Body. The Headteacher

The Governors have identified a maximum numhber of 26 part-time place in Nursery

ie: 13 moring (8:45am to 11:45am) and 13 aftermoon places (12:15pm to 3:15pm) Extended,
Services (3:15pm to 5:15pm)

Full Day Places are avuilable. Monday to Friday (term time only).

We accept 15 or 30 howrs funding. An additional hours can be purchased.

Places will be allocated for children hom hetween 01/09/2017 and 31/08/2018 first,
once all these applications have been accommodated, then three year old children may be
offered a place at the beginning of each term following their third birthday.

If places allow pupils will be admitted at the beginning of the autumn, spring and summer
Term. (Septemhber, January and April).

2 Year Olds

8 part time places are avuilable.

5 moming sessions — 8:45 to 11:45 and 5 afternoon sessions 12:15 to 3:15
We accept 15 howrs 2 year old funding or hours can be purchased.

Places will be allocated, for children born hetween 01/09/2018 and 31/08/2019. 1
places allow pupils will he admitted at the heginning of the autumn, spring and summer
Term. (Septemhber, January and April). Or by discussion / arrangement with the school

There is no right of appeal against the allocation of places to- Nursery.
Allocation of preferred sessions:

Session planning will take place hetween the school and parents prior to places heing offered.
We try to he as flexible as possible to meet youwr needs.

4. Children whose families are regularly involved in the life and worship of All Saints
Chuwrch, Glazebury (ie: at least once a month for 12 months). Applicants will need
to submit a written reference from their incumhbent as confirmation of their
commitment

5. A child who regularly worships at another church. (ie: at least once a month for
twelve months). Applicants will need to submit a written reference from their

6. Children whose families are regularly involved in the life and worship of All Saints
Chuwrch, Glazebury (ie: at least twice a month). Applicants will need to submit a written

7. A child who regularly worships at another chwrch. (ie: at least twice o month).
Applicants will need to submit a written reference from their incumhent as confirmation
af their commitment.

8. Children with social or medical needs who in view of the Governors would henefit from a
place at the school. Supporting, letters/documentation is required, from Medical
Specialists or Social Workers to be submitted with their application form.

9. Any other children.

Supporting notes to accompany Criteria 6

Supporting evidence from a professional e.g. a doctor, psycholoyist, social worker, is essential
if admission is to be made under the criterion for special medical or social circumstances, and
school.

Children with Educational Health Care Plans

Section 324 of the Education At 1996 required the governing hodies of all maintained schools
to admit a child with a EHC (previously Statement of Special Education Needs) that names
the school/nursery, setting.

Waiting List

If your child is refused a place at the school then their name is automatically placed on a
Fraudulent applications

It is assumed that you will always give factual information. Yow should be advised
that giving false information in respect of an application for admission may result in
any offer of a school place heing withdrawr.

Address of pupil

The address provided on the school and Local Authority admission form must he the
child’'s actual address at the time of application. If the address changes parents should,
notify the school and Local Authority, immediately. Where a child lives with parents
parent, where the child wuakes up for the majority, of Monday to Friday momings. Progf
may be required. Where there is a dispute abhout the correct address to use, the
governors reserve the right to make enquiries of any relevant third parties, e.g. the
child’s GP. For children gf UK service personnel and other Crown Servants retwmning to
the area progf of the posting is all that is required.
